For clubs and elite athletes there are 46 national governing
bodies, UK Sport, Sport England, DCMS and the British
Olympic Association

Councils are also increasingly working in partnership with the National
Governing Bodies of sport, who have been allocated funding from
Sport England, to grow participation in their sport at a local level in

all settings, from informal to elite. Some people who start playing
informal sport will progress through the club system and onwards, but
as our pyramids of participation show, most will play for fun.

We know that councils are up for the challenge of securing a legacy
of mass participation from the 2012 Games.

Around two-thirds of councils have already prioritised adult
participation in sport and active recreation (National Indicator 8 )

as an improvement target. The government’s own research shows
that if councils and their partners meet their Local Area Agreement
targets they will have increased participation in sport by 950,800 and
increased the numbers of the physically active, which may be just as
important when thinking about mass participation, by 350,000 on
top of that — putting us well on the way to achieving government’s
overall legacy ambition of 2 million people more active by 2012/13.7

Our Legacy Promise

The LGA has worked with local authorities, the professional sports
officer networks and others to develop a new package of support for
councils to help them achieve a legacy of mass participation for their
communities. Our approach is expressed as a diagram on the foldout
poster. It will give local government a bigger role in the national
legacy arrangements and will complement the legacy plans that
already exist for people participating in more formal sport developed
by government, UK Sport, Sport England and the National Governing
Bodies.

There are three components to our legacy commitment:

* Recognising and better utilising the leadership role of councillors
and senior officers;

¢ Focusing the managerial expertise of council officers running
council and community sports facilities; and

¢ Helping councils track progress on sports legacy, and more,
through an interactive self-assessment benchmarking tool.

1) Leadership

The Local Leadership, Local Legacy Programme will harness the
vision and passion of councillors and senior officers from the Beacons
and other councils that have realised the potential of the 2012
Games to achieve a legacy of mass participation. The programme
will launch in summer 2010 to coincide with the ‘two years to go’
celebrations, but we are inviting expressions of interest now from
councillors and senior officers who would like to benefit from peer
mentoring or peer challenge or who feel they would like to share
their expertise with other councils.

Through the Beacons and LGA Group peer mentoring programme
for councillors and senior officers, we will seek to develop a cadre
of local political leaders, led by the Beacon councils, who will go out
into places, leading this agenda, enthusing their peers and describing
a vision around which councils, sports facilities and the wider public
sector all come together at a local level to use the power of the
Games to boost sports participation.

As the locally elected leaders of places, councillors can make sure
that the 2012 Games and a legacy of mass participation is given a
high priority locally. With strong leadership councils can reflect this
priority in strategic planning and through the £773 million councils
spend every year on sport, and use these to deliver the sporting
opportunities local people want.

Councillors” leadership role in relation to the wider public sector
means that they can secure the commitment of important partners
such as schools, the PCT and the third sector, and help to lever in
additional funding, by articulating how sport can help to create
stronger, healthier and safer communities.

The Beacons will also form teams of officer experts to offer
external advice and support to councils who want to strengthen
their managerial leadership in sports legacy, on issues such as how the
2012 Games could help the council to achieve its corporate priorities.

Managers can ensure that the 2012 Games and a legacy of
mass participation are championed across all council services, and
can lead working with partners to ensure that more people are

inspired to play sport locally and that there are the local sporting
opportunities to meet that extra demand.




2) Professional Expertise

The London 2012 Games Sports Legacy Agenda for Local
Government was developed by Kent County Council, ISPAL

and the LGA in conjunction with national sports organisations. It
suggests a “menu of options” to support councils in achieving a
sports legacy from the 2012 Games that encompasses participation
and much more. The agenda will shortly be available on the ISPAL
website and in hard copy.

Council staff running council and community sports
facilities are the people out in places working with
communities day in day out and will turn the high-level
commitment to a legacy of mass participation into reality. Their
knowledge about local communities and resources means

they know best how to work with partners, such as the Youth
Sports Trust or the Primary Care Trust, to use the 2012 Games
to excite and enthuse local people to start playing sport - this
might be putting local sports projects forward for the London
2012 Inspire Programme, arranging for local athletes to visit a
school, twinning with a council that has a 2012 venue or giving

residents the chance to try new sports at a cultural festival.

Council staff are also crucial to the provision and maintenance
of facilities and activities so that people who are inspired to play
sport can do so. This doesn't just mean formal coaching or elite
facilities, but might be about making sure that council-owned
pools, parks, gyms, schools and other facilities are as welcoming
and accessible as possible to new participants inspired by the
2012 Games. The ISPAL checklist suggests how councils can
ensure that at a time of budget pressures they are getting more
bang for their buck from spending on sport, and helping to
achieve wider community outcomes.

3) Self Assessment Benchmarking

The 2012 Legacy Index — a new web-based tool that councils will
be able to use to self-assess their sports legacy impact and more
will be launched in summer 2010. Please email cts@lga.gov.uk if
you would like to be involved in the pilot.

We are working with the Beacon councils to develop the 2012
Legacy Index which will allow councils to better grasp to what
extent their council is using the Games to encourage people to
be more active and to achieve wider community outcomes. The
Index will use a series of questions to generate an overall score
and suggest low cost or no cost opportunities about how the
council could use the 2012 Games to achieve a legacy of mass
participation and much more.

A team approach to sport

Our sports legacy plan is an important element of a team approach
to sport that recognises all of the national, regional and local
bodies striving to increase sports participation for fun through to
excellence.

Such an approach is starting to take shape and can be summarised
as:

* Funding from Sport England through NGB Whole Sport Plans,
with a key focus on those sports that can deliver and sustain
large increases in participation;

* NGBs working with County Sport and Physical Activity
Partnerships to broker relationships with those local authorities
whose infrastructure, demographics and priorities fit closely with
a particular sport;

e Local delivery networks led by councils to help deliver increased
engagement with sport and including Community Sport and
Physical Activity Networks, School Sports Partnerships, NGBs,
Youth Offending Teams, volunteers, third sector, private
sector, sponsors and facilities. It is here that a legacy of mass
participation will be realised.

Beyond 2012

The 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games sees the start of a
planned “decade of sport”, which will bring a number of major
sporting events to the UK. Our sports legacy plan will help ensure
councils benefit from the power of major sporting events to deliver
a lasting legacy of mass participation long after the sport is over.
