The Role of Museums, Libraries and Archives and Local Area Agreements
MLA has recently published research into the extent to which the museum, library and archive sector has successfully engaged with the new policy and delivery environment since the introduction of LAAs.  

The research found that while the sector was contributing to the delivery of a range of local priorities, and doing so very successfully, this was not always reflected in LSP structures or in LAAs.

Those services who were best engaged were those who demonstrated:

· Champions for culture amongst senior management and elected members;
· Sector professionals able to use evidence and argue for its contribution to communities, and for their services’ place in delivery; 
· Credibility – a strong record of service performance and a reputation for delivery;
· Good understanding among partners about cultural services’ contribution to the local community and key priorities of the council and its partners; and
· Commitment to working with new delivery arrangements.
